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This programme is aimed at developing the skills-set required to obtain the benefits of accelerated learning
regardless of the subject matter delivered. These benefits include:
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As a result of applying the skills acquired on this programme, participants will be able to help their own
learners:
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Accessing the right Mindset for learning and orchestrating the best environmental mind setting
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The skills to empower the ideas to gain Entrance to our mental world through our senses and through
using our psychological preferences; developing trainer flexibility in these skills
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The skills to transfer the 'ownership' of the learning so that it becomes personally relevant and meaningful
to all participants regardless of their intelligence preferences
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The skills to facilitate the identification and easy recall of key points for participants
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The skills set for encouraging learner review and reflection leading to long-term habit change
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The skills to create a compelling vision of future application and thus increasing the commitment to action
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The achievement for the control group was good, but there were no learners achieving at the higher
levels. They provided enough evidence for the pass criteria, but not the merit or distinction. In
comparison the brain friendly learning group achieved a high level of merit and distinction grades.

Interestingly the SPOC results show that the learnersin the brain friendly learning group say that the
teaching was good or better, interesting and the course contained different activities. However the SPOC
results for the control group shows that they disagree that the teaching has been good or better, that they
have done different activities and that they would recommend the college to friends or relatives.

25% achieved a pass grade, 25% achieved a Merit grade and 25% achieved a Distinction grade.
